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The preponderance of “time” being fulfilled (started) is to the nation of Israel (God’s time clock) and to the fulfillment of the Fall Feasts of the Lord  by the Lord Jesus Christ at His 2nd Coming to establish the Kingdom of God, beginning with the Feast of Trumpets on Tishri 1st  (Rosh Hashanah)! These prophetic “feast” and “famine” years of Joseph are found in Genesis chapters 40 through 41. 
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
